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REVISION HISTORY

21st December 2020
- Grade 6: Requirements for enharmonics in scales and arpeggios clarified.
- Grade 8: Requirements for scales and arpeggios selected from previous grades clarified

26th January 2021
- Grade 5 (technical exercises): The starting note for the chromatic scale was stated as being ‘any black key’ -
this has been corrected to ‘any white key’ in accordance with the grade book and syllabus specification.

3rd June 2025
- Grade 3 (technical exercises): Group B has been corrected so that the fifth arpeggio is a C dominant seventh (C7)
arpeggio, not a major 7 arpeggio

25th June 2025

- Grade 6 (technical exercises): Removed the notes (2 octaves) from the C13#11 arpeggio and C7#5#9 arpeggio to
avoid confusion. These arpeggios span 2 octaves as opposed so some others that are repeated across 2 octaves,
so should be performed as shown in the Piano Grade Book

September 2025
- New Piano syllabus released. Started phasing out of the 2019 syllabus, finishing in August 2026
